How to install InstaPuTTY

Make sure you have the IP address for the McAleer Unix server.

InstaPuTTY runs on Windows 98, 2000 and XP. 

Make sure that you are logged in as the end-user. The end-user needs to be a local administrator of their computer (At least temporarily for this install.).

1.
Go to http://www.mcaleercomputers.com

2.
Click on "Quick Links".

3.
Click on "InstaPutty"

4.
A download dialog should appear. Select "Run" or "Open". You may have to click on "Run" twice. If your browser does not support direct running applications from web pages then save to "Desktop" and run it from there. NOTE: You can save it to a floppy or flash drive if you are doing multiple installations.

5.
A blue window will appear that asks for the IP or host name of the Unix server. Enter the IP or name and hit ENTER.
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6.
You should get a "Done" message.
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7.
Hit any key. On the Desktop, double-click on the "McAleer Cobol Accounting" icon.

8.
You should get a Unix logon screen.
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9.
Right click in the middle of the screen. You should get a small menu. Click on "Change Settings" item.
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10.
A "PuTTY Reconfiguration" menu will appear. On the left pane click on the "Terminal" item. In the "Remote-Controlled Printing" section in the right pane, select your printer for transparent printing from the McAleer Cobol Unix server. 
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11.
In the left pane click on "Session".  In the right pane click on "MCAI" then click on the "Save" button. Now click on the "Apply" button.
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12.
Now log in (or have the end-user log in) to test. You may want to try a test print from Cobol.

You are done.

If the user wants to print screen from Cobol go back to the "Quick Links"

page and open/run "PrintKey 2000".  Install with default options.

Hit the 'PrintScrn' key to bring PrintKey 2000 up. Use the 'rectangle' option to print

specific areas. 'Grey colors' and 'invert colors' can also make the screens more readable.

Under the "Printer Options" tab you can choose the default printer for PrintKey.
